It can be swapping out lightbulbs and
replacing them with compact fluorescent
lightbulbs, buying Energy Star appliances
and installing low-flow toilets.

What about recycling? Frequently, the
waste diversion is a critical one.

Make
sure you have a green bin and people are
trained how to use them. You can save a lot
of money on your trash bill by making sure
customers and staff properly disposes of
waste.
